MOSES:    "WHO AM I???"-(3:11)


or "SEND SOMEONE ELSE"-(4:13)


(Study #11).............(Exo. 3:10-14, 4:1, 10-15)





Sometimes we all need a break, a breath of fresh air...but Moses had went nowhere for 40 years!  The fact that he removed his shoes to approach God is only a false humility to disguise the rebellion that would follow!  He would ask God to "send someone else"-"get a replacement", for "WHO AM I"???  His first response to God's order was this, "I'm not ready" and "someone else could do a better job"!!!-(TOPIC)





(Isaiah 6:8-"Also I heard the voice of the Lord saying, Whom shall I send? and Who will go for us? Then said I, HERE am I, send me.")-("Adam, where art thou?"-Here!!!)





*Things to consider in this encounter with God:


(a)...The Hebrews-(They misunderstood every move he made!)


(b)...The Hindrances-(Egypt would laugh at the lowly shepherd!)(Poverty/Distance/lack of political clout!)


(c)...The Helper-(The Loved-one Aaron!)


(d)...The Heartaches-(His past/Present disabilities!)


(e)...The Heavenlies-("I will be thy mouth"/God!)





*Moses thought the bush was interesting (believers & the church), but his true reward was hearing the voice of God speak to him!  The world doesn't prize hearing from God, but his people do...or should!!! (MOSES TURNED ASIDE!)


       "Turning aside"was considered a "NOW" thing for   


       Moses!  It required little thought...for all he knew if he 


       lingered it would go out before he got there!!!


*THE DOUBLE-NAME CALL-(v.4)!!!  Anywhere this appears in the bible it speaks of haste and urgentcy.  Remember Abraham-(Gen. 22:11), Samuel-(1 Sam. 3:10), Simon Peter-(Luke 22:31), and Martha-(Luke 10:41)!!!  Aren't you glad God calls the second time!!!


    














     Jesus used this account in the bible to prove that there is 


     a resurrection from death:  (Luke 20:37-38-"Now that the dead are raised, even Moses showed AT THE BUSH, when he called the Lord the God of Abraham, and the God of Issac, and the God of Jacob.  For he is not a God of the dead, but of the living.")


*MOSES "HID HIS FACE"-(v.6):


(a)...He was AFFECTED by the holiness of God!


(b)...He APPRECIATED the holiness of God!


        (No one will serve God well who has not been greatly 


        impressed and influenced by the holiness of God!)


*"COME NOW"-(v.10)  When God says "NOW" he doesn't mean "when we can get around to it" or "when we think it over"!!!...GOD ONLY SAVES "NOW"!!!





*"WHO AM I"?-(v.11)....A few verses down, Moses would ask God "Who are you"?-(v.13).  Folks spend years trying to figure the preacher out and are yet to discover themselves!  Our DESERT experiences are so we can discover both ourselves and God!
